Please be on the lookout for cribs and car seats at garage sales and talk with the seller to see if they are willing to donate rather than sell it.  
A Bit About Jireh House

Several years ago we began to notice an increase need for housing.  In this area, if a family is homeless, their only option is Salvation Army of Dallas.  That is the only shelter that will take the whole family.  Additionally, we needed more options for young ladies who, because of their pregnancy, found themselves without a place to live.  So, we started searching for a way to build Jireh House.  Jireh House is a very large, expensive project.  We need money to make it a reality.  We are currently looking for land, and hope to purchase that soon.  In the meantime, we opened Jireh Junior in 2006.  This is a maternity home available for first-time moms during their pregnancy.  It is a band-aid solution, which does not address the overall problem of needing shelter for women who already have children, as well as housing for women after their baby is born.  While we are excited and grateful for Jireh Junior, we need Jireh House.  North Dallas needs emergency housing for women and their families.  If you are interested in helping us open Jireh House, we will be holding a fund raiser call Have a Heart for the Homeless in February.  If possible, please attend and learn more about this project.
